Prof Wallace started in the role in November 2020 and led the department through the COVID-19 pandemic
response and recovery.

Prior to his appointment as Secretary, from 2017-20 Mr Wallace was the inaugural CEO of Safer Care Victoria, and
before that an academic clinician and health system leader.

Prof Wallace is widely respected in the health sector and brought significant experience across public
administration, healthcare governance and clinical improvement.

Tim joined DIJSIR from the Department of Premier and Cabinet, where he was Deputy Secretary, Economic Policy
and State Productivity. In this role, he has made an important contribution to the state’s economic development,
innovation and infrastructure agenda.

He also led DJSIR through significant change and reorganisation post COVID-19, including the integration of the
TAFE and skills portfolio.

Mr Ada and Prof Wallace will both finish their roles on 28 February.
